Are You Sure?
1John 5:13   I write these things to you who believe in the name of the Son of God so that you may know that you have eternal life. 

We can know that we have eternal life.  Are you sure you have eternal life?  (What if you died tonight?  Are you ready?)
Rom. 3:23   for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, 

Nobody is without sin.  We all fall short of God’s glory (Perfection).
Rom. 6:23   For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

What are wages?  (ans. what you get/earned)  We have all sinned therefore, we all deserve death (second death or hell).
Rom. 5:8   But God demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us. 

God loves us so much that He sent his only son (Jesus Christ) to die for us (Take our punishment). Jesus was the only person with no sin that could take our punishment.
2Cor. 5:21   God made him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God.

Jesus paid the penalty for our sin when He died on the cross.  Remember Rom. 6:23?  Jesus died in our place, so that we can be without sin/perfect just like He was.  Now we can go to heaven.  All we need to do is to accept this free gift that has been given to us?  Do you want the free gift of eternal life?
Rom. 10:9   That if you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. 

We need to confess with our mouth that Jesus is Lord.  This means that Jesus is master or ruler.  This word confess means “to say the same”  It means that you say that same thing about Jesus that God’s Word says,  “Jesus is Lord.”  (not the same as confessing your  individual sins)  You also must believe that Jesus paid our penalty on the cross and was raised again back to life.
Acts 2:38   Peter replied, "Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. And you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 

Repent means to have a change of mind.  It is like taking a 180º turn from sin.  You need to be willing to say “no” to sin and “yes” to God.
Rom. 6:3-4   Or don't you know that all of us who were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death?  We were therefore buried with him through baptism into death in order that, just as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, we too may live a new life. (also Acts 2:38, Gal. 3:27, & 1 Pet. 3:21)

Baptism is where God gives us His gift of eternal life.  It symbolizes a death to sin and a raising up to a new life.  The word baptized means to go totally under the water (just like a burial).

Some people may wonder why just believing (Rom. 10:9) isn’t enough.  A good explanation is to ask the person if he has to breath to live.  When he says yes explain that his statement is true, but breathing alone won’t keep a person living.  He has to eat, drink etc.  Our being saved is the same way.  Believing is a very important step but it won’t give us eternal life by itself.  We need to do everything God told us to do.
1John 5:13   I write these things to you who believe in the name of the Son of God so that you may know that you have eternal life. 

You can know that you have eternal life.  Would you like to have it?
